	The authorized agency, except for good cause shown, must file a petition on notice to me, in accordance with section 1055-a of the Family Court Act within 30 days of any substantial failure of a material (important) condition of the surrender for the court to review the failure and, where necessary, to hold a hearing unless I have expressly agreed not to receive such notice in paragraph 4 of this Attachment. If the authorized agency does not file a petition, I and/or the attorney for the child may file such a petition at any time up to 60 days after I receive notice of the substantial failure of a material (important) condition. The court will permit such a petition to be filed only before my child's adoption;

The court will determine whether to enforce the agreement based upon the best interests of the child at the time pursuant to section 112-b of the Domestic Relations Law.
