SUBJECT: Federal Lobbying Act - Certification Requirenents

The Federal Lobbying Act requires that certain certifications be nmade in
clains for federal funds. The |aw applies to both local district clains for
funds spent directly and also for funds spent by local district contractors.

Since there has never been authority to spend rei nbursed funds on | obbying

activities, the Departnent will consider all local district clains as having
been submtted in conpliance with this statute. The nmmjor conpliance effort
required of local districts is that they wll now have to secure

certifications of statutory conpliance fromcontractors who are engaged to
provide nore than $100, 000 i n goods or services.

The law states that no Federal appropriated funds may be spent by the
reci pient of a Federal grant or a subtier contractor or subgrantee to pay
any person for influencing or attenpting to influence an officer or enployee
of any Federal agency, a Menber of Congress, an officer or enployee of
Congr ess, or an enpl oyee of a Menber of Congress in connection with any of
the foll owi ng covered Federal actions: the awarding of any Federal contract,
the making of any Federal grant, t he maki ng of any Federal |oan, the
entering into of any cooperative agreenent, and the extension, continuation
renewal , anendnent, or nodification of any Federal contract, grant, |oan or
cooperative agreenent.
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Any person who receives a contract exceedi ng $100,000 at any tier under a

Federal grant will be required to file a certification that no Federal
appropriated funds have been or will be expended in violation of the above
prohi bi ti on. I f any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been
or will be expended by the contractor to pay any person for influencing any
Federal officer, enpl oyee or nenber of Congress described above in
connection with such Federal grant, the contractor will be required to nake

a witten disclosure on a specified disclosure form

Local districts responsibilities in relation to contractors are to
incorporate the above-stated |anguage into all contracts for nore than
$100, 000 executed by the local districts which are supported by Federa
funds; if the contract is the subject of a Request for Proposal, such
| anguage shoul d al so be included in the Request for Proposal; a notice
should be sent to current contractors that their current billings will be
subject to this requirenent.
