The New York Regional Ofice of the Social Security Administration (SSA) has
notified us that sonme SSA Field Ofices are sending an "AFDC SSI | nteragency
Request" (DSS-3021) form to local social services districts to obtain
i nformation on PG ADC cases.

The pur pose of t he DSS- 3021 is to notify SSA of the anount of
ADC paynents the ADC recipient received during the tinme his/her SS|
application was pending. |f the SSI applicant received ADC, SSA wi |l reduce
the individual's first retroactive SSI check by the anbunt of ADC t he person
recei ved during the period his/her SSI application was pendi ng.

Since PGADC is entirely funded by State and local funds, it should not be
counted as incone by SSA Therefore, the SSA Regional Ofice is notifying
their District Ofices not to send a DSS-3021 to local social services
districts for individuals who are in recei pt of PG ADC

However, if you receive a DSS-3021 erroneously for an individual who had
only received HRR, PG ADC (HRPG in NYC) or VA during the period the
recipient's application for SSI was pendi ng, please indicate on the DSS-3021
formthat the individual only received "non-federally funded benefits" and

return it to the SSA Ofice that sent it to you. I f, however, t he
i ndi vidual received both ADC and "non-federally funded benefits" during the
period the recipient's SSI application was pending, local districts nust

notify SSA of the anmpunt and tine periods of each type of assistance.
