This is to advise you that the Departnment wll be evaluating Hone
Ener gy Assi stance Program (HEAP) advances and clains during the week of July
15-19, 1991 for the purpose of determ ning HEAP settl enents for the period
Cctober 1990 - April 1991. These settlenents will be processed at the end
of July 1991.

The review will entail a conparison of HEAP clains and advances for

t he period Cct ober 1990 - April 1991. Depending on certain
circunstances, the amobunt of advances in excess of clains for that period
will be recouped on the RF-2 settlenent schedul ed for the end of July. A
current cash balance as of July 19 which is less than the April 1991 cash
bal ance (anmount of overadvance) will result in no recoupnent at the end of
July.

This procedure is being followed in order that districts which were
overadvanced through April 1991 expenditures, but by the subni ssion of My
and/ or June cl ai ms have since shown that their advance balance has been
reduced (spent), wll not be adversely affected froma cashfl ow standpoint.
Conversely, where a recoupnent is to be taken the district has a cash
bal ance on July 19 which is greater than it was in April 1991
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Attached for your convenience is a worksheet showing your district's
HEAP advances and clains for the 1990-91 Programyear. W have highlighted,
in yellow marker, your unspent advance bal ance as of the April 1991 data and
t he nost current balance to aid you in evaluating your district's
situation. This worksheet will be updated during the week of July 22, 1991
to reflect your district's nobst current situation at that tine. PA and NPA
HEAP cl ai ns for the subject period nust be received by the Bureau of Loca
Fi nanci al Operations no later than July 19, 1991 in order to be included in
t he updat ed wor ksheet and thereby mnimze recoupnent of any overadvances.
Districts which have PA/ NPA nonies recouped and later incur expenditures
wi Il be reinbursed through the settl enent process.
