The purpose of this nmenobrandumis to transmt the instructions to |oca
social services districts for clainng and authorizing paynents for EDGE |
child care

As indicated in 91 LCM 189 which provided the EDGE |II application
i nfornation, a portion of each local social services district's EDGE ||
al l ocation may be spent on participant <child care costs. The specific
amount for each district wll be identified through the application
process. These child care funds in a district's EDGE || allocation will be
available to local districts in the formof enhanced rei mbursenent, wth no
| ocal share. It is applicable for ADC recipients participating in at |east
one EDGE Il activity. Child care costs which exceed the designated anopunt
will revert to normal Schedule A claimng

Specific instructions are described as foll ows:

Child care paynents paid under the provisions of EDGE Il must be clained on
the DSS-3922 on Line C 11. Fifty percent of the total expenditures are to
be clained in the Federal Share colum, while the remaining fifty percent
are clainmed in the State Share colum. The top of the formis to be |abel ed
" EDGE".
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EDGE Il child care paynents nust be authorized using a special claimng
category which wll soon be established. Once this WV cl ai m ng category

has been established and migrated to production, the BICS Conposites will
identify these expenditures as:

Claim DSS-3922 Schedul e: BLANK Item EDGE

Careful attention nust be paid to avoid the potential of claimng
t hese costs twice.

These expenditures nust not be reported on the Schedule G 2A, but the child
counts related to these expenditures nust be added to the DSS-3922 claim
formin the Conments Section

Until this new clainmng category has been established and migrated to

producti on, districts nmust authorize EDGE child care expenditures in the
sanme manner as regular job-related day care, i.e., wth no special claimng
cat egory. A staff person nmust be designated to keep track of the cases and
the authorized child care paynents that will be claimed as EDGE child care.

Districts nust subtract these identified paynents fromthe Schedul e A Day
Care totals and claimthemon the DSS-3922 at the enhanced reinbursenment
rate for state funding. At the sane tine, these costs and respective child
counts nust be nmanually deducted from the BICS generated Schedule G 2A
When the special claimng category becones avail abl e and the changes to the
BI CS category logic are migrated, BICS will be able to automatically exclude
t hese expenditures and child counts fromthe Schedul e G 2A.
