Successful applicants wll be sent the conplete standard contract for
execution. Anyone not famliar with this set of conditions, or those who
would Iike to review the contract |anguage before award notifications are
made, may request a copy of the detailed contract by contacting the
Depart ment . Applicants are strongly encouraged to review a copy of the

contract before submtting an application. The AGREEMENT section (item 16) of
the Application Cover Pages provides a sumary of the basic provisions of the

contract. Successful applicants nust also agree to conply with Article 15-A
of the Executive Law concerning participation by mnority group nenbers and
worren with respect to state contracts.

I E. PROGRAM DESCRIPTIONS

On the followi ng pages are program descriptions for funding offered in
this Request for Proposals.
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Al. CHILD WELFARE DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION: The Child Wlfare Developnment Program (CWDP) was
established in 1981 to devel op new and expanded child welfare prograns within
hi gh need (both urban and rural) and predom nantly minority communities. The
goal of the program is to increase access to community-based foster care
prevention services in communities which have a high rate of child protective
service cases and foster care placenments. The targeted client group for this
current funding initiative is famlies with children at risk of a foster care
pl acenment . However, the Departnent is especially interested in funding
applicants who will target famlies requiring intervention due to Acquired
| mmune Def i ci ency Syndr one (Al DS), substance and/or al cohol abuse,
honel essness, parent's devel opnental disabilities, or maternal absence from
the hone due to incarceration in a local correctional facility. Prograns are
expected to enploy culturally sensitive approaches, utilize bilingual staff
and comply with the New York State Departnent of Social Service preventive
service regulations in service delivery to famlies.

FUNDING PRIORITIES/SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS: By the end of the state funding
peri od, grantees are expected (and will be assisted by the Departnent) to
conpete for local funding to achieve program viability. Because of our
interest in assisting projects to secure ongoing |local funding after the
denmonstration funding ends, all applicants are encouraged to send an
information copy of their application to their |ocal departnent of socia
services for review. Li nkage with, and the support of |ocal departnent of
soci al services are key to each programs ability to access case referrals
and | ocal nminstream fundi ng. Special priority will be given to applications
from community-based organi zati ons whose boards of directors are conprised of
at least 51% mnority group nmenbers, and who have the support of their |oca
departnent of social services.

The scope of services to these famlies should include, at a m ninmm
counseling, parent training and/or peer support groups, <crisis intervention
and the direct provision of or referral to concrete services (transportation,
vocational /job counseling, housing advocacy, etc.). 1In addition, services to
famlies which have a nenber with AIDS should also include |inkages with
health care providers and permanency planning for children (if a parent is

di agnosed with the disease), including identifying famly nmenbers or
significant others who can assune custody of the child when the parent is no
| onger present. Services for fanmlies with devel opnental disabilities should

i nclude |inkages with devel opnental disabilities services providers. Services
for famlies wth substance and/or alcohol abusing parents, should also

include formal referral |linkages with drug and/or alcohol rehabilitation
progr ans. Gven the potential for the overlap of service needs by the
targeted client groups, applicants should integrate the above scope of

servi ces when appropriate.

We have not prescribed specific programnodels for the targeted client
groups because we want to fund prograns which denobnstrate culturally
sensitive, creative and innovative approaches to outreach, engaging and
servicing these popul ations. However, we are particularly interested in
nodel s which incorporate short term intensive hone-based services as an
approach, and which address the special devel opnental needs of parents wth
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devel opmental disabilities and their children. We are also interested in
nodel s that foster a strong famly nmentoring concept. That is, strong famlies
in the comunity taking "under their wngs" vulnerable, nore unstable,
fam lies and serving as nentors to help support and stabilize the nore at risk
nmenbers in the comunity.

ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS: Only incorporated, not-for-profit organizations are
eligible to apply. Local governnent agencies are not eligible for funds under
this program

AMOUNT AVAILABLE/TIME FRAMES: Approxi matel y $240,000 is available to support
start-up funding. G ant requests may range from $75,000 to $100,000 per
project for up to eighteen (18) nonths.

The Departnent is electing to suspend tinefranes as per provisions of
Prompt Contracting Law (Article X -B of State Finance Law) for agencies
responding to program funding offered under the Child Welfare Development

Program. Under ordinary circunstances, the RFP for the Child Wlfare
Devel opnent  Program funds woul d have been issued, awards nade and contracts
executed by October 1992. The current tinefranes will allow contracts to

begin by March 1, 1993.

The Departnent hopes to enhance programviability of proposals selected
for fundi ng t hr ough this delay in release of OCWP funds. The new
timeframes should increase the |Iliklihood of successful projects bei ng
incorporated into | ocal departnents of Social Services' budgets in 1994. The
i ndi cated support and coordination with |ocal departnments of social services'
fundi ng year cycles is a primary factor for continuation of selected projects.

A2. FEDERAL FAMILY VIOLENCE PREVENTION AND SERVICES ACT

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION: The Federal Fanily Viol ence Prevention and Services Act

was originally enacted in Title IIl of the Child Abuse anmendnments of 1984 and
was nost recently reauthorized and anended by the Child Abuse, Donesti c
Vi ol ence, Adoption, and Fanmily Services Act of 1992. The purpose of these

funds is to increase public awareness about and prevent famly violence and to
provide shelter and related assistance for victins of famly violence and
their dependents.

FUNDING PRIORITIES/SPECIAL CONSIDERATIIONS: Priority wll be given to
proposal s desi gned to:

0 strengthen an exi sting domestic violence programis ability to serve
culturally diverse and ot her special need popul ati ons;

0 devel op, suppl enment or enhance an existing non-residential program
0 start-up donestic violence services in an unserved county;
0 increase the bed capacity of an existing residential program for

victins of donestic violence;

0 devel op a residential programof 21 beds or nore in underserved areas
of New York City only;

0 create |linkages between donestic violence and other related service
provisions, (ie. alcohol and substance abuse, child abuse, el der
abuse, etc.);

0 address the independent living, enploynent training and educationa
needs of domestic violence victins;

0 devel op donestic violence prevention progranms for school aged
children; and/ or

0 increase the core of volunteers available to assist an existing
residential and/or non-residential programfor victins of donestic
vi ol ence.

Applicants nust be able to docunment the need for the proposed project and
the ability to continue the project beyond the funding period. A letter of
support for the proposed project, is required fromthe |ocal social services
depart nent.

Additionally,the Departnment is seeking a qualified provider to:

0 translate, print and distribute the "Handbook for Abused Wnen" in a
culturally and linguistically relevant manner in |anguages ot her than
Engl i sh.

RESULTS/PERFORMANCE TARGETS: Applicants nmust identify perfornance targets that
denmonstrate the ability of the programto increase awareness, prevent famly
vi ol ence and/or provide i medi ate assistance to victins and their famlies.
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ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS: Incorporated not-for profit private organizations and
| ocal public agencies are eligible to apply.

AMOUNT AVAILABLE/TIME FRAMES: Pending federal approval, approxi matel y

$1,000,000 will be available to support these projects. The Departnent wll
consi der applications of up to $100,000 per project, per year. A non-federa

match is required at 20%in the first year, 35%in the second year and 50% i n
year three and any subsequent years. Applicants should conplete the encl osed
application for one year only.

Federal guidelines prohibit the use of these funds for direct paynent to
any victimof fanmly violence or their dependents or the inposition of incone
eligibility standards on persons eligible for services supported by these
funds.

A3. FEDERAL DISABLED INFANTS PROGRAM

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION: The National Center on Child Abuse and Negl ect (NCCAN),

pursuant to Title | of the Child Abuse Prevention and Treatnent Act of Public
Law 100- 294, authorizes special funds for "disabled infants with life
threatening conditions at risk of nedical neglect.” New York State will
continue to focus its program devel opnent efforts on activities which neet the
needs of those high risk, nedically fragile infants and newborns who are born

drug addicted, or who are infected with AIDS or H V-related illnesses and are
at risk of medical neglect. Not all infants and newborns with life-
threatening conditions are at risk of nedical neglect. This funding is only

available for those infants who neet the above criteria and have specia
servi ce needs exceeding currently avail abl e resources.

These high risk children frequently develop physical, devel opnent al
physi ol ogi cal and/or psychol ogi cal problens that are passed on by parents who
are t hensel ves experiencing major social and/or nmedical problens. Pr oj ect
priority should address the devel opnent and delivery of services which will
target the specific identified needs of these disabled infants with [life-
threatening conditions at risk of nedical neglect and their families.

FUNDING PRIORITIES/SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS: Special priority will be given to
proposal s which focus on the foll ow ng outcones:

(1) Prograns that assist in obtaining or coordinating necessary services
for famlies of disabled infants wth life-threatening conditions,
i ncl udi ng:

-existing social and health services
-financial assistance

-services necessary to facilitate adoptive placenent of any such
infants who have been freed for adoption, and are not already being
rei mbursed through foster care funds,

(2) Projects that develop, inplenent or operate infornmation and education
progranms or training prograns designed to inprove the provision of
services to disabled infants with life-threatening conditions for:

-prof essi onal and paraprof essi onal personnel who are concerned and/ or
involved with the welfare and care of disabled infants with Iife-
threatening conditions, including personnel enployed in child
protective service prograns and health care facilities;

-the parents of such infants.
RESULTS/PERFORMANCE TARGETS: The target popul ation of disabled infants with

life threatening conditions at risk of nedical neglect continues to increase
with a record nunber of infants being born to crack abusing nmothers, and to

nothers with AIDS/H V-rel ated ill nesses. The specialized individual needs of
these newborns, coupled with the frequent unavailability of an appropriate
caretaker, puts these infants in a very high-risk group. Performance targets

nust address the identified needs of this vulnerable population and their
famlies.
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ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS: Incorporated not-for-profit organizations, soci al
services districts and other local public agencies are eligible to apply.

AMOUNT AVAILABLE/TIME FRAMES: Approxi matel y $100, 000 is available to support

one or two projects. The Departnent will consider applications up to $50, 000
per project. Projects will be funded for one year budget activities and nust
be operational by March 1, 1993.

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A4. FEDERAL CHILDREN'S JUSTICE AND ASSISTANCE ACT

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION: The Federal Children's Justice and Assistance Act (CIAA)
of 1986 (Public Law 99-401) authorizes grants to states for the purpose of
assisting in (A) devel opi ng, establishing, and operating prograns that inprove

the handling of child abuse cases, especially cases of child sexual abuse, in
a manner that limts additional trauma to the child victim(s), and (B) the
investigation and prosecution of cases of child abuse, particularly child
sexual abuse. Projects funded under CIJAA address both intrafamlial and

extrafam lial sexual abuse.

FUNDING PRIORITIES/SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS: The Children's Justice Task Force,
New York State's advisory group for the Children's Justice and Assi stance Act,
in conjuction with the Departnent, has established the priorities for funding
listed below Al'l proposal s nmust address the reduction of additional trauma
to child victins of sexual abuse follow ng a disclosure, and the inprovenent
of the investigative, j udi ci al , and/or administrative handling of these
cases. Proposal s may be submitted under one or nore of the follow ng funding
priority categories:

1. Est abl i shnent of specialized investigative wunits and/or nmulti-
disciplinary teans for the investigation and prosecution of «child
sexual abuse cases. The disciplines to be involved with these

i nteragency col | aborative efforts should include social services, |aw
enforcenment (including probation and the District Attorney's office),
and physical and nental health providers. Letters of support from
these professionals nust acconpany the application. The Depart nent
is seeking applications fromcounties which do not «currently have
conpl ete and effective teans in place.

2. Training on investigative interview ng techniques with child victins
of sexual abuse.

3. Speci al i zed training for targeted groups, such as law guardians,
guardians ad litem Court Appointed Special Advocates (CASAs), other
court personnel, nental health professionals and nedi cal providers.

4, Trai ning on issues/concerns specifically related to cases involving
mal e victinms of child sexual abuse.

5. Chil d advocacy/vi cti m support projects.

6. Devel opnent and i npl enentation of a statewide training curriculumfor
coordi nated child sexual abuse intervention. The nodel nust address,
at a mninmm the dynamics of <child sexual abuse, behaviora
indicators, offender characteristics, investigative interview ng
t echni ques, and coordinated intervention strategies. The nodel
should include a team approach strategy designed to conduct a
multidisciplinary investigation, assessnent and treatnent approach.
Interested applicants should request nore detailed informati on on the
proposal requirenents from the contact person |listed on the next

page.
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7. Enhancenent of existing county-wide rmultidisciplinary teams for the
investigation and prosecution of child sexual abuse cases.
Applicants wunder this priority nust denonstrate the exi stence of a
nmultidisciplinary teamthat includes the disciplines noted above
under priority #1. Activities to be funded under this priority
include: advanced training for team nenbers, coordination of team
activities and technical assistance on mai ntenance/ enhancenent of the
t eam

8. Coordi nation of the activities of the Children's Justice Task Force.
These task force activities include, but are not limted to, planning
quarterly neetings, arranging for neeting sites and speakers,
di ssemi nati ng m nut es and other information to nenbers, and
processing travel voucher requests.

RESULTS/PERFORMANCE TARGETS: This funding is not available for projects whose
primary focus is the provision of preventive or treatnent services. The
Departnment is interested in funding projects which result in system ¢ changes
that linmt additional trauma to all child victins of sexual abuse. Applicants
shoul d specify neasurable results under each project.
