CCDBG funds are deened obligated if a social services district has subnmitted
a Statement of Intention to Participate in the Child Care and Devel opnent
Block Gant (CCDBG Subsidy Program (refer to Attachnent B of 92 LCM 1,
dated January 2, 1992) and has its CCDBG Subsidy Program Plan (refer to
Attachment C of 92 LCM 1 dated January 2, 1992) approved by the Depart nent
prior to Septenber 15, 1992.
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A social services district which does not have an approved CCDBG subsi dy

program plan prior to Septenber 15, 1992 will not be able to wutilize any
CCDBG funds which were allocated for the period October 1, 1991 to
Sept enber 30, 1992. Unutilized funds will be subject to reallocation to

ot her social services districts.
