Currently, «child support paynents for eleven pilot districts are being
processed centrally at the Child Support Processing Center by the

Departnent's fiscal agent, Lockheed | M5 Those districts are: dinton
Col unbia, Erie, Fulton, Nassau, Putnam Schoharie, Suffolk, Sullivan, Wyne
and West chester. We are confident that pilot district processing wll be

determined to be cost-effective, thereby resulting in the phased expansi on
of centralized processing to all social services districts.

The Departnent's Agreenent with Lockheed IMs calls for inplenenting, on a
quarterly basis, a representative number of local districts whose paynent
transaction vol unes equal twenty-five percent of total statew de paynent
transactions after deducting the transaction volunes for the el even pilots.

At the tinme the volunteer pilot districts were selected, the Departnent and
New York City agreed that New York City would be the first district to be
i mpl enented to centralized processing if, as anticipated, st at ewi de
conversi on begins on June 1, 1994, New York City will be the only |Iocal
district converted to centralized processing on this date as its paynent
transaction vol unes represent at |east twenty-five percent of the renaining
vol unme to be centralized
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Encl osed is the Schedule of Inplenentation listing those |ocal districts who
we expect will be converted to centralized processing on Septenber 1, 1994,
Decenber 1, 1994 and March 1, 1995.

State child support staff will provide technical assistance and training to
| ocal district Support Collection Unit staff well in advance of each
district's conversion to centralized processing.
