The Departnent of Social Services is pleased to announce approval by the
Division of the Budget for increases to select fees for office-based nenta
heal th servi ces. Practitioner fees for certain diagnostic and therapeutic
nental health services have been increased in order to inprove access to
necessary office-based nental health services.

These increases have been devel oped, in part, to reduce reliance upon
facility-based care as well as to enhance appropriate access by Medicaid
reci pients to psychol ogi sts and psychiatrists, and certified social workers
in the employ of psychiatrists. As a result of this fee increase, the
Departnment anticipates greater participation by qualified office-based
nental health practitioners.

The new fee schedul e, identified on the attached list, is effective
January 1, 1994. Not i ces are bei ng sent to currently enrolled
practitioners. The Departnent is also inform ng appropriate professiona
associations with the intent of attracting additional practitioners,

particularly in underserved areas.
