The purpose of this letter is to advise you that as of April 1, 1995, the
Departnment has revised the maxinum state aid rates (MSAR) for foster care
progranms and private schools for the handi capped for the period April 1,
1995 t hrough June 30, 1995. The revised rates were devel oped by applying an
approved one year cost-of-1living-adjustnment (COLA) to the allowable historic
program costs and an approved two year COLA to the nopdel budget rate
par amet ers.

In nost instances, the MSAR(s) will be be the sane as those issued for the
rate period July 1, 1994 through Septenber 30, 1994. The only rate changes
fromthat period are due to changes based upon rate consultation.

In addition, all FY 1994/95 COLA s approved for the pass-through to foster
parents; clothing allowance; and diaper allowance have been resci nded as of
April 1, 1995. The encl osed chart represents the official pronulgation of
the maxi mum state aid rates for the period April 1, 1995 through June 30,
1995 only.
