0 Application Conponent: this funding is for regular benefits issued
to all eligible households that are not part of the automatic
paynent process. An initial allocation has been set at
approximately fifty (50) percent of vyour estinmated application
conponent expenditures.

on actual WWS authori zati ons.

0 Enmer gency Conponent: this funding is for energency benefits issued
to HEAP-eligi bl e households. An initial allocation has been set at
approximately fifty (50) percent of vyour anticipated energency
expendi tures. Additional allocations will be based on actual W/®S
aut hori zati ons.
