The purpose of this nenorandumis to provide social services districts
with their Family and Children's Services Block Grant (FCSBG all ocations
for State Fi scal Year ( SFY) 2000- 2001 (April 1, 2000 through
March 31, 2001) fromthe SFY 2000-2001 Fanily and Children's Services
Bl ock Grant (FCSBG appropriation. These al |l ocations are nmade based on
the general formnmula contained in Chapters 53 and 60 of the Laws of 2000
which require that 80 percent of the block grant appropriation be
al | ocat ed based on social services districts previous clains for block
grant prograns and 20 percent on other factors to be determ ned by the
Ofice.

Chapter 53 of the Laws of 2000 appropriated an additional $6, 000,000, to
be allocated separately. This anount is directed to |local social service
districts, pending subm ssion of a local plan, to provide increases in
the anmpunts the district contracts to reinburse foster care and/or
preventive service agencies by up to 2.5 percent above the anobunts
contracted for July 1, 1999 through June 30, 2000, or the npbst recent 12
nont h peri od.

The SFY 2000-2001 Fanily and Children's Services Bl ock Grant
appropriation also includes $6,000,000 to be distributed to those
districts that submtted approved plans in SFY 1999-2000 for increased
paynents to foster care and/ or preventive service agencies.
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Al locations to social services districts for the transfer to Title XX
from Federal Tenporary Assistance to Needy Fanilies (TANF) funds, the
$100, 000, 000 Child Wel fare EAF Set-Aside of TANF funds, the $6, 000, 000
SFY 2000-2001 Family and Children's Services Block Grant cost of |iving
adj ustnent, and the $30, 000,000 TANF for Preventive Services will be made
to districts in separate nenoranda.

The net hodol ogi es for the allocation of the FCSBG funds are set out bel ow
and are the basis for the allocations table which acconpanies this
nmenor andum as an Attachnent.

After setting aside the $7,400,000 required by the appropriation |anguage
to be used for congregate foster care, 80 percent of the remai ni ng FCSBG
bal ance ($416, 080, 000) has been allocated to districts based on district
expenditures as adjusted by the Services Random Monent Study (SRMS) for
SFY 2000-2001 bl ock grant progranms (foster care, adoption services other
than adoption subsidy, preventive services for children and JD-PINS in
Voluntary Agencies) in Federal Fiscal Years (FFY) 1997-98 and 1998-99.
This allocation was determ ned by addi ng together whichever is the higher
of the district's FFY 1997-98 or FFY 1998-99 claimfor each of the bl ock
grant program categories to get the district's FFY FCSBG base claim The
base claims for all districts were then totaled and each district's
i ndi vi dual percentage share of the Statew de total was cal cul at ed. The
district percentages thus calculated were used to conpute the anount of
each district's allocation for the 80 percent anount ($416, 080, 000).

To this anount ($416, 080,000) was then added the distribution of the
$7, 400,000 for congregate foster care: $6,400,000 was distributed to New
York Gty and $1, 000,000 was distributed to Upstate districts (i.e., al
districts other than New York City). The funds for the Upstate districts
(%1, 000,000) were distributed in proportion to each Upstate district's
percentage share of the Upstate 80 percent cal cul ation

The renai ning 20 percent of the FCSBG has been allocated in the foll ow ng
order:

(1) Most of the 20 percent of the remaining 2000-2001 funds were
al l ocated to ensure that each district's 2000-2001 allocation is at
| east equal to the district's 1999-2000 all ocation

(2) $5, 253,133 was distributed to those districts that subnitted
approved plans in SFY 1999-2000 for increased paynments to foster
care and preventive service agencies for cost of living
adj ust nent s;

(3) $972,499 is allocated, one-half of which is based on the nunber of
children in poverty in the district, and the other one-half based
upon the total nunber of children bel ow the age of eighteen
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O her Rei nbursenent and Al l ocati on Consi derations

This section is intended to provide additional information that is not
directly related to the initial allocation of FCSBG funds.

Wth regard to the reinbursenent of tuition for foster care children who
are eligible for Emergency Assistance for Famlies (EAF) as in effect on
Sept enber 30, 1995 in New York City, the SFY 2000-2001 State budget
all ows for 100 percent Tenporary Assistance for Needy Fanmilies (TANF)
rei mbursement of such clains totaling $36, 000, 000. The appropriation
| anguage allows that the FCSBG for New York City be reduced by
$18, 000, 000. The allocation for New York City contained in this LCM does
not reflect that reduction, but the renmaining paynents to the district
will reflect the appropriation | anguage authorizing the reduction.

For SFY 2000-2001, the enacted budget authorizes 100 percent TANF
rei mbursenment of foster care for JOPINS who are eligible for EAF as in
effect on Septenber 30, 1995. The appropriation | anguage authori zes
rei nbursement of claims up to $80,000,000 and also authorizes the
reduction of the FCSBG by 50 percent of the anount of the JD/PINS
rei nbursement. The allocations for the districts in this LCM al so do not
reflect these reductions, but the renmining SFY 2000-2001 FCSBG paynents
to the districts will reflect the reductions. Further, should the anount
of FCSBG remaining to a district be insufficient to effect that
district's JOPINS reduction, the Ofice may use any other General Fund
Aid to Localities nonies payable to a district to effect the reduction
