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I. Purpose

The purpose of this Local Commissioners’ Memorandum (LCM) is to advise local social services districts of the Federal Social Services Block Grant (Title XX) Emergency Disaster Relief allocations.  The Grant Awards are available for expenditures made in accordance with the State’s plan under Title XX of the Social Security Act, as amended, until expended. 

II. Background

Under the authority of the Public Health and Social Services Emergency Fund, the Social Services Emergency Disaster Relief Grant Awards have been made available to New York State under the Federal Title XX program to address the needs of a range of special populations in response to the terrorist attacks that occurred on September 11, 2001 and to address other consequences of such attacks.  A total of $13.5 million in Title XX grant authority has been received for this purpose to date.   

The Grant Awards specifically authorize the use of the these funds for any services consistent with the Title XX program including, but not limited to:  

· Emergency-related food and shelter, or other needs for those displaced by the disaster;

· Services to those who may become disabled as a result of the disaster;

· Assistance to the developmentally disabled whose network of support may no longer exist;

· Child care (including renovation of damaged child care facilities, and services at non-traditional times), and;

· Child Welfare services needs brought about by the disaster.

III.
  Special Populations and Scope of Service

The special populations include individuals with disabilities, children and families, and the communities in which they live.  The scope of services is to be consistent with those provided under Title XX of the Social Security Act.  The current Title XX definitions of service include:

· Adoption Services

· Case Management Services

· Congregate Meals

· Counseling Services

· Day Care Services – Adults

· Day Care Services – Children

· Education and Training Services

· Employment Services

· Family Planning Services

· Foster Care Services for Adults

· Foster Care Services for Children

· Health Related and Home Health Services

· Home Based Services

· Home Delivered Meals

· Housing Services

· Independent and Transitional Living Services

· Information and Referral Services

· Legal Services

· Pregnancy and Parenting Services for Young Parents

· Prevention and Intervention Services 

· Protective Services for Adults

· Protective Services for Children

· Recreational Services

· Residential Treatment Services

· Special Services for Persons with Developmental or Physical Disabilities, or Persons with Visual or Auditory Impairments

· Special Services for Youth Involved in or At Risk of Involvement in Criminal Activity

· Substance Abuse Services

· Transportation Services

· Other Services

In addition, OCFS included language in the State’s Title XX Intended Use Report for FFY 2001-02 to provide the State with more flexibility in using these funds indicating that  the emergency funds will be used to provide a broad range of social and community services similar to services provided under Title XX of the Social Security Act, including, but not limited to food, temporary shelter, and child care, to provide assistance and services to victims of the terrorist attacks and persons involved in rescue, recovery and clean-up activities or security and defense activities related to the terrorist attack in New York City on September 11, 2001 and to address other consequences of such attacks.  Notwithstanding the specific services and service requirements set forth in the Intended Use Report, New York State may use these emergency funds on an individual and/or group eligibility basis without regard to income or family composition and without individual case recording, case management or planning requirements.

At OCFS’ request, specific waivers were granted by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services Administration for Children and Families (ACF) to authorize the use of the Title XX emergency funds:

· For construction activities for buildings “in the affected area that will be used for social services purposes”; and

· For medical services “to individuals, and their immediate families, directly affected by the September 11 events in New York City”.

The ACF has indicated that it also is allowable to use the funds:

· For training of voluntary agency and community agency staff, to hold sessions of night court to conduct permanency hearings, to hire additional caseworkers, to conduct status reviews, and to provide child care to affected individuals without regard to income;

· For technical assistance for social workers, salary recruitment and retention strategies and assistance to family courts; and
· For training administrators and management staff to develop and maintain emergency plans and procedures.

IV.    
Allocations

The local social services districts that are impacted by the World Trade Center disaster are Delaware, Dutchess, Nassau, Orange, Putnam, Rockland, Suffolk, Sullivan, Ulster, Westchester and New York City.  These districts are among the areas on the Federal Emergency Management Agency list that have been adversely affected by the catastrophe and declared a major disaster by the President in his declaration of September 11, 2001.

Of the $13.5 million of Federal Grant Award that has been received, four percent or $540,000 is set aside for Statewide activities that are consistent with the purpose of the Award, including training. The allocation of the balance of $12,960,000 of the funds among these districts is based upon the 1995 Small Area Income and Poverty Estimates Program, U.S. Bureau of Census, compiled during 1999.  The allocation is as follows:

IV. Additional Information

Claims for reimbursement of Social Services Emergency Disaster Relief expenditures related to the World Trade Center disaster should be filed on form LDSS-3922, Reimbursement Claim Form for Special Projects.  The “Project Name” is “XX-WTC” and is for the period on or after September 11, 2001.  Attachment A is a modified Schedule G entitled “Schedule G – Disaster Relief” which must be completed and submitted with the LDSS-3922 and can only be used for this project.  

Amounts claimed to this funding source should be reported on the applicable lines of the LDSS-3922 (e.g., local district staff salaries – line1, Day Care – line 4).  Costs other than local administrative costs (e.g., purchase of service, emergency construction, medical, shelter), must be recorded on the appropriate lines of Schedule G – Disaster Relief.  

Reimbursement will be made at 100 percent of the amount claimed up to the amount of the district’s allocation as shown in the text of this LCM.  Since costs are 100 percent reimbursable, they are not eligible for other State or Federal reimbursement, nor can the costs be used for any maintenance of effort or matching requirements.  Local district administrative costs should be coded to F17 on the Schedule D, and should not be claimed in any other functional category on the Schedule D.  Schedule G is modified by deleting columns 2, 3, and 8.  Schedule G – Disaster Relief contains new columns 7 and 8 that are added for counts of the number of children and adults for each Type of Service reported in Column 1 as required by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services.  Expenses claimed on the LDSS-3922, Reimbursement Claim Form for Special Projects with Project Name “XX-WTC” should not processed through the Welfare Management System.

To the extent that a district has already filed claims that are related to the World Trade Center disaster, these claims cannot be duplicated.  Therefore, if a district has already claimed expenditures via the Automated Claiming System that are related to the World Trade Center disaster and chooses to transfer claims to the Social Services Emergency Disaster Relief funding, these expenditures must be removed from the claims already submitted via a supplemental claim and reclaimed via the special claim process described above.  In the event a social services district does not have sufficient expenditures to liquidate its allocation, the unused portion of the allocation will be reallocated by OCFS. 

V. Effective Date

This LCM covers expenditures for the period September 11, 2001 until expended.
