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I. Purpose: 

The purpose of this release is to introduce the LDSS-2865-B “APPLICATION FOR APPROVAL, FAMILY TYPE HOMES FOR ADULTS VERIFICATION CHECKLIST” which has been created to verify compliance with the requirements of NYCRR 485.6.

The New York Codes, Rules and Regulations (NYCRR) Section 485.6 requires that prior to issuance of a certificate to operate a Family Type Home for Adults, the applicant must demonstrate and document their character, competence and financial viability.  The information submitted by the applicant or solicited from other sources by the district must be assessed and verified prior to making a determination to recommend the applicant for certification.  To document the information required by NYCRR 485.6, Section B has been added to the LDSS-2865.  This document will allow for the entry of the applicant’s name and county, and has distinct categories for the entry of verified information captured by the local district.  For example, the district will note the date, whom they spoke to and the result of the conversation when employment is verified.  For personal references, the date a phone contact or letter was mailed to the reference will be noted along with the results.  Section B must be used when the local district investigates the adequacy of an applicant and submitted along with the current required forms outlined on the top of the DSS-2865.  Use of Section B will document the way in which information was verified and help create a more uniform procedure throughout the State.

The use of this form for all applicants, effective May 1, 2002, will assist districts in determining that applicants certified as Family Type Home operators are in compliance with regulations, have high standards of care and provide a safe, healthy environment for our vulnerable population.
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
