 Connecting families with  

community based services that  

support families with juvenile  

justice-involved youth.  

 Providing referrals to resources and 

services within the school, housing, 

family court, hospitals and public 

assistance systems. 

 Helping OCFS to ensure that  

families are aware of OCFS Family 

Facility Visit assistance. 

 Sharing information on job trainings 

and employment opportunities, 

workshops for problem-solving and 

professional skill building. 

 Utilizing OCFS Family Support  

Liaisons who can accompany           

parents to mandated meetings, 

schools and other agencies to           

provide: advocacy, encouragement, 

support, and assistance in  

receiving and addressing your  

family service needs.   

 Providing a safe space for families 

and youth to voice their thoughts 

and concerns about cross-system 

services challenges.
